George Menzies, the Regional Vice-Chair (RVC), History, was in attendance from Hamilton. He gave 
a very interesting review of the history of ASHRAE. Here are some interesting dates when 
associations were formed: 
 

·  1889 – Master Steam and Hot water Fitters 
·  1894 – American Society of Heating and Ventilating Engineers (ASH&VE)  
·  1903 – American Ice Builders Association (also members of ASME) (the primary use of 

artificial ice was for cooling beer!) 
·  1905 –  American Society of Refrigerating Engineers (ASRE) 
·  1915 – first ASH&VE Journal was published1954 
·  1954 – ASH&VE changes its name to American Society of Heating and Air Conditioning 

Engineers Inc. (ASHAE)  
·  1959 – ASHAE & ASRE unite to form the American Society of Heating, Refrigerating and 

Air Conditioning Engineers Inc. (ASHRAE). The Hamilton Chapter was  chartered Oct 22, 
1959 (the first chapter after the merger)  

·  1972 – NB/PEI Chapter was chartered (#117) on October 13, with Kirk Bavis as president.
