Presentation includes information on current HCFC-22 replacements refrigerants, surplus refrigerant 
disposal options, possible future refrigerants and recent developments in the industry. 
 
Biography - Jim Thomas 
 
A native of Nova Scotia, Jim Thomas is entering his thirty-ninth year in the HVACR industry. Jim 
holds an inter-provincial certificate in the Refrigeration and Air Conditioning Trade. His experience 
includes the installation and service of commercial, industrial and marine and mobile air conditioning 
and refrigeration systems, the marketing and design of HVACR systems, management of a multi 
branch HVACR wholesale distribution business, design and manufacture of refrigerant process 
equipment, and most recently, research and development of non-ozone depleting replacement 
refrigerants.  In 1993, Jim established Canada’s first refrigerant reclamation facility and subsequently 
developed and patented a number of refrigerant-related technologies that are currently in use on four 
continents. 
 
He is past president of the Nova Scotia Chapters of both RSES (Refrigeration Service Engineers 
Society)  and HRAI (Heating, Refrigeration and Air Conditioning Institute of Canada), and a former 
national board member of HRAI.  Most recently he has served on the HRAI/RMC(Refrigerant 
Management Canada) Task Team. Jim is a Certificate and Specialist Member of RSES and throughout 
his career has been committed to the continuing education of those who work in the HVACR industry.  
He is a qualified instructor for the HRAI CFC/HCFC/HFC Emission Control Course. In addition he has 
designed and delivered a number of training sessions to private industry, educational institutions, 
Federal and Provincial Environment Departments and United Nations Organizations.  
    



 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

Summary of last month’s meeting 
 
The February 10, 2009 meeting featured Frank Stempski, of Aqua Tech Sales and Marketing, from Waterloo, 
ON. His topic, “Copper Fin Boilers,” provided an overview of various methods of providing hot water for 
space heating and domestic hot water heating requirements. 
 
 
 
 
    

Following an overview of boiler 
types, Mr. Stempski focused on the 
advantages of condensing boilers, 
which can recover the latent heat of 
condensation of the water vapour 
formed during combustion. Suitable 
for use with several fuels, these 
boilers are restricted to systems 
where the heated water temperature 
can approach the condensing 
temperature.  
 

The speaker emphasized the importance of following design and installation codes, and mentioned that these 
boilers and their applications have become quite sophisticated. 
 
We are also grateful to Mr. Jim Morris of MacLeod and Grant, for sponsoring the meeting and providing a 
table-top display of useful technical literature. 
 
The February meeting was also Research Promotion Night. Fred Desjardins, our RP Chair, presented 
certificates of appreciation from ASHRAE to those corporate donors who were in attendance. 
 
Further, at the executive meeting held in the afternoon, it was decided to create two new financial awards, in 
addition to the five already supported. The new $750 awards will go to a student entering the 2nd year of the 
HVAC program at Holland College in PEI, and a student entering the 2nd year in Techniques de chauffage, 
ventilation, réfrigération et air climatisé  au CCNB Campus d’Edmundston.
