Summary of October Meeting

Mr Raoul Gautreau, made a very informative presentatio@GC hybrid heat pump systems. Individual
water-source heat pumps extract or reject energy &dwdronic loop for heating and cooling. Fan coils
deliver heated or cooled air to individual zones as requisdpposed to traditional systems, the CGC
heat pumps have no refrigerant reversing valve, and abiseeclaimed from the compressors in the
heating mode. Rather, in the heating mode, water istdivéhrough a secondary heating colil in the fan
coil units. This eliminates the need to run the heat pumpaEssors in the heating mode. Therefore,
higher water loop temperatures are required. An outdoor tamupe sensor is used to schedule the water
loop temperature limits according to the balance betweaning and cooling loads in the building. A
boiler and a liquid cooler are installed in the watapldor periods where the heat pumps themselves
cannot meet the total heating or cooling requirementsedbaliding.

In summary, the hybrid heat pump system operates as acmatiheat pump unit on the cooling cycle,
but in the heating cycle, it operates as a simpledarunit, without the compressors running. The hybrid
heat pump system also lends itself well to be maroea geothermal heat pump system, with the ground
water acting as a heat sink in warmer weather anatasberce in winter.
