Summary of October’'s Molson Brewery Tour

The tour started off in the Upper Brew House. Heeesaw from above 4 tanks, the mash ton, lotter to
kettle, and whirlpool. In the mash ton, hot wated malt are mixed for about 1 hour, from there the to
the lotter ton where it is filtered, rinsed, andked with sugar. After the lotter ton, the sugduson (wort) is
sent to the kettle where it is boiled. Next thiigson is sent to the whirlpool where it comes matangent
and is swirled around to remove sediment.

In the Lower Brew House we got a view of the tafnksn the ground, here we were showed the heat
exchanger where the temperature is dropped to @@eg C then sent to the fermenters. After spgrlin
weeks in the fermenter the solution is sent tdittex room where it is filtered and water is added

In the yeast room we were showed the yeast vedsaianthey store the yeast. Yeast is re-used for 6
generations before being disposed of. The watenns used to treat the city water coming in, tegirate
the water and send it through a carbon filter.

In the cellar (which is between the 21 fermentad lrolding tanks) is where they can take sampleseobeer
for testing at any stage in the process.

In the packaging facility we saw the lab whereltber is tested. The bottle washer dips the bdttlascaustic
dip to remove anything that may have been left avéine incoming recycled bottles (they have gaie
impressive pile of cigarette butts). From themythre washed and rinsed upside down for 45 mirartés
scanned to make sure there is nothing left in tidebor for imperfections in the bottle. Fromnéehe bottles
are sent to the filling valves where they are dilend crowned (capped) then sent to the labelinthma for
labeling, and packaging.

The brewery also acts as a distribution centrelifstribution to stores in NB and PEI. AlthoughyMolson
Canadian and Coors Light are brewed here theyilalisér all Molson products and several other bresgeto
stores from this location.

In the Keg Room we saw the washing and filling efK to be distributed to bars and restaurants.
