1. NB/PEI ASHRAE Chapter Scholarship

Eligibility: a student from either New Brunswick or Prince Edward Island who is enrolled at the Fredericton campus in the Mechanical Engineering program and has completed at minimum of 120 credit hours.

4. Emile R. Leblanc Memorial ASHRAE Scholarship
